CORONAVIRUS (COVID-19) UPDATE

Costa County entered the less restrictive Orange Tier of the State's Blueprint for a Safer
Economy on Wednesday, April 7.

Children ages 12-15 are now eligible for vaccination in Contra Costa County. Public school
campuses across Contra Costa County will host free clinics to ensure that every student who
is 12 or older has access to safe, effective COVID-19 vaccine.

Contra Costa Health Services (CCHS) and Kaiser Permanente, in partnership with the Contra
Costa Office of Education and several school districts, will began sending mobile vaccine
clinics to schools across the county on May 18, 2021. Clinics will rotate to new campuses
weekly, later returning to provide second-dose appointments. County-operated clinics in
Contra Costa no longer require appointments. Appointments are available for patients who
want them on the CCHS appointment page at
https://covidvaccine.cchealth.org/COVIDVaccine/ or by calling 1-833-829-2626.
